Greetings. | am writing to you from the Montgomery County Planning Department’s Historic
Preservation Office (HPO) about a 19™"-century family cemetery that was located within the grounds
administered by Mutual Association 12 of Leisure World. The HPO is charged by County law with
researching and maintaining a list of burial sites as part of the Planning Department’s Burial Sites
Inventory. Each year, our office conducts archival and field research to determine which sites and
properties should be added to this Inventory. We are sending you this letter because a 1964 plat
(number 7604) shows a cemetery was located on your property. This was a small family cemetery
associated with the Holland family when the surrounding area was part of their farm. Unfortunately,
there are no available records about how many people were buried here or whether the graves were
ever relocated. It is unlikely that there are any visible signs of the cemetery that survived construction.
However, since the number and exact location of graves remains unknown, and removal of historical
graves is seldom complete, it is possible that human remains could still be present on your property. If
you do encounter human remains, we would recommend contacting Montgomery County police, and
providing them the information about the historical family graveyard.

With this information, the Department intends to include this property on its Burial Sites Inventory.
Listing in the Burial Sites Inventory is informational only. Unless you plan to subdivide and/or
redevelop your property, there are no regulatory or other requirements associated with this listing. All
other requirements remain consistent with State Law governing burial sites. You can view records in
the inventory at: https://mcatlas.org/burialsites/. | have attached a draft of the inventory record for
the cemetery that we anticipate bringing before the Montgomery County Planning Board in May 2024.

If you have questions about the inventory, or if you would like me to visit the site, please contact me
by phone or via the email listed below. We do not need to enter any buildings or disturb any ground
or plantings on your property, and you need not be present during the visit. If you have information
you would like to share about the history of the community or your property, we would love to hear
from you.

The 1895 deed from James Holland to Mary Cashell reads in part: "Excepting however from the
operation of this deed and reserving in and to ourselves and our heirs with right of ingress and
egress, the family burial place, or ground upon said tract, containing anbout one-half acre of grounb
more or less in one plot or parcel so long as the same shall be used and maintained only as and for
such family burial place and for no other purpose." The 1897 deed reads in part: "reserving and
excepting the Holland family burying ground with the right of ingress and egress as reserved in a
deed from James M. Holland to Mary Cashell."
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
