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	 Repair or replacement of a masonry foundation with 
new masonry materials that closely match the original in 
appearance;
	 Installation of vents or venting pipes in locations not 
visible from the public right-of-way;
	 New gutters and downspouts;
	 Removal of vinyl, aluminum, asbestos, or other artificial 
siding when the original siding is to be repaired and/or replaced 
in kind;
	 Removal of accessory buildings that are not original to 
the site or non-historic construction;
	 Repair or replacement of missing or deteriorated 
architectural details such as trim or other millwork, stairs or

	Text1: The residence at 28 West Irving Street, Chevy Chase, is a single family center entrance colonial house constructed in 1923.  It is located in the historic district of Chevy Chase Village, where it is noted as a category 2 building.  The attachments include a copy of the most recent lot survey and a photo ot the front of the house from the West Irving Street as well as other material related to this proposal.  
	Text2: All project activity is at the rear of the house.  Accessed from its driveway, the residence's existing concrete parking pad measures approximately 30 ft. by 28.7 ft. (860 sq. ft.) and provides parking and access to the one-car garage attached to the rear of the house.  The existing concrete pad has many cracks and is deteriorating.  The proposed work would remove the existing concrete pad and replace it with a four inch thick reinforced concrete pad measuring approximately 30 ft. by 20.7 ft. (620 sq. ft.).  This new pad would be surfaced with flagstone.  The first attached plan drawing shows existing conditions and the second shows the proposed new parking pad.  Three additional photos show two views of the rear parking pad and  a view of the deteriorating existing concrete pad.  The final page of the attachment is the tree survey and includes a photo showing the three crab apple trees on the east side of the concrete pad. They are the only trees in the rear of the house.  They will be protected during the project.

	undefined: 
	Description of Current Condition: The existing concrete pad, measuring 30 ft. by 28.7 ft. (860 sq. ft.) is cracked in many places and deteriorating.  The existing pad is connected to the existing driveway and provides parking and access to a one-car garage attached to the rear of the house.  The attachment includes photos showing the present situation.
	Proposed Work: We propose to remove the existing concrete pad and replace it with a new four inch thick reinforced concrete pad on a prepared and compacted subsurface.  This new concrete pad, approximately 20.7 ft. by 30 ft., (620 sq. ft.) will be surfaced with flagstone.  This new pad will be 240 sq. ft. (28 percent) smaller than the existing pad.  The attachment includes plans showing the existing and proposed new parking pad.
